After finishing this very pleasant part of the day we
started the visit of the museum with a Chinese
speaking guide. Fortunately our teach Tony made
the translation into English for us. It highlighted the
story of the company and its legacies. We saw how
historical and old the company was (created in
1867). We found the museum very interesting
because very interactive.

The cake factory participates for almost 150 years through its core business to enhance Taiwanese culture,
by accompanying Taiwanese people in each main event in their lives, such as birth, weddings etc. It also
allowed us to understand better the Taiwanese culinary customs, especially a few days before the Moen

Festival, period when Taiwanese people eat a lot of cakes.

The last part of the day was the visit of the assembly line production. For obvious reasons it was not allowed
to take any pictures of the people working on the packaging. It was very intersting for us to see the
functioning of this kind of production as we are not used to see it. This also helped us to understand the
importance of the Filipino working population in Taiwan. We understood that these people were ready to

work for a lower salary than the Taiwanese people to work on the assembly line. The main reason for that is

that they will be able to help their families and relatives in their hometown thanks to the salary which is
much more important than in the Philippines. We also understood that, despite the debate about the
outsourced industries (in China for instance), it is still possible to produce successfully in Taiwan. Indeed, the
factory has been a commercial success not only in Taiwan but all over South East Asia, Kuo Yuan Ye has also

been an actor of Taiwan exports, as electronical flagships can be, but with a bit of Taiwanese inheritage.
